ha.s naw assumed direct control over them.

The Z.K. is the highest executive organ of the party. I� 
consists: of 58 members, most1y paid full time functionaries. 

In addition, there are 14 candidate member$ of the Z,K. 
The Central Control is elected from amongst the mombers of the 

Z.K. plenary meetings. (58 plus 14 candidate members). 
Landesleitungen are directly subordinate to the Z.K. Their 
most 'prominent funct ionaries ( s ecrotary etc.} are normally 
also members of the Z.K. Members of the I.andesleitung are 
elected for a period of� years by the provincial party congress 
on recommendations from the Z,K, The Landesleitung is sub­
divided into committeos and Refe�ate similar to the _Z,K. but, 
of course, on a smaller sca-le, 
Landeskontrolle is also elected by the provincial party congress, 
Bezirksleitungen �re directly subordinate to the Landesleitung. 

The secretary of a Bezirksleitung is appointed by the Z.K., -
a.11 other members are elected at district party conferences.

Thore are l:?20 Bezirksleitungen in Austria, 
Gebietsleitungen. In geographically large districts with m 
preponderant work:ing class population, various sections and 
Betriebsorganisationen are formed :into Gebietsleitungen and 
subord:inated to the Be�irksleitung. 
Sektionen and Betriebsorgamiemtionen (B,O .. ) are the smallesti 
self-contained unit& of the party :in town or fhctory and should 
consist of at least �O membera.
